Unconstitutional Recess Appointments

Barack Obama's latest unconstitutional action is his attempt to make four so-called recess appointments to high-level, well-paying jobs in the federal bureaucracy when the Senate was NOT in recess. He appointed three people to the National Labor Relations Board (NLRB), plus Richard Cordray to head the newly created Consumer Financial Protection Bureau even though the Senate had declined to confirm his nomination.

Article II gives the President power "by and with the advice and consent of the Senate" to appoint public officials and judges, and also "to fill up all vacancies that may happen during the recess of the Senate." That provision was written to cover the long recesses that were common during the horse-and-buggy days, and was certainly not written to enable the President to defy the Senate and appoint persons whom the Senate would not confirm.

Obama's action is clearly an attempt to circumvent the U.S. Constitution because the Senate was not in recess when he made these appointments. According to the Constitution, the Senate could not have been in recess when the appointments were made because Article I of the Constitution states that neither House can "adjourn for more than three days without the consent" of the other House and the House did not consent to a Senate recess.

It seems reasonable that the Senate should have the authority to say whether or not it is in recess. Apparently, President Obama wants to make that a presidential decision. 

Obama claims he can call it a recess because the Senate is merely conducting pro forma sessions (i.e., having brief meetings and not doing anything important). In fact, the Senate did pass a bill on December 23 during one of those brief sessions and the President signed it into law, so it must have been important business. 

Even if anyone accepts Obama's farfetched argument, that doesn't put him in compliance with the constitutional requirement that the Senate cannot be in recess unless the House has agreed. And the House absolutely did not agree to a recess. 

We have a law on the books that requires the Attorney General to give the President legal advice on request. Funny thing, Obama won't say whether or not he asked the Justice Department for advice about the constitutional issue before making controversial recess appointments. 

The head of the Justice Department's Office of Legal Counsel, Virginia Seitz, issued a statement, dated two days after the appointments were made, that presumes to okay the recess appointments. However, it did not refute the case against the legality of the appointments, and Senator Charles Grassley (R-IA) says this memo is "unconvincing." 

The four positions that Obama filled with recess appointments are important and powerful jobs that should require Senate confirmation. Obama's actions should be struck down by the courts as unconstitutional when presented with legal challenges, and Speaker John Boehner (R-OH) is considering whether the House should pursue its own legal action. 

The National Federation of Independent Business, the National Right to Work Foundation and the Coalition for a Democratic Workplace have already filed a lawsuit challenging Obama's so-called recess appointments. These organizations argue that the men illegally appointed by Obama should not be permitted to issue regulations or take other regulatory actions. 

When we had Republican Presidents, the Democrats were very solicitous to prevent them from abusing the power to make recess appointments. The late Sen. Edward Kennedy (D-MA) filed an amicus brief in 2004 with the 11th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals opposing President George W. Bush's appointment of Judge William Pryor Jr. to that court. 

Kennedy's brief stated that the 10-day recess the Senate took for Presidents Day was not a recess sufficient to qualify under the Recess Appointments Clause in the Constitution. 

Mark Levin summed up the Obama Administration when he told CNSNews, "I believe to a great extent we now live in a post-constitutional country, where much of the Constitution is ignored or evaded." It's no wonder Gallup reports that the majority of Americans believe our country is moving in the wrong direction.

Federal Court Rules in Favor of Religious Freedom

The 6th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals ruled today that a graduate student’s First Amendment rights were likely violated when Eastern Michigan University (EMU) expelled her from the counseling program in which she was enrolled.

In her graduate-level practicum in 2009, Julea Ward was assigned a client seeking help in reconciling her same-sex relationship in 2009. Ward, who is a Christian, didn’t feel she’d be the best counselor for that case, so she asked her supervisor how to handle it — and her supervisor referred the client to another qualified professional, a standard counseling practice. But afterward, EMU started disciplinary proceedings against her, and ultimately expelled her from the program because of her religious beliefs.

In overturning the lower court’s pre-trial ruling in favor of the university, the 6th Circuit said today that schools cannot force students to violate their religious beliefs, and sent the case back to the lower court for a trial.

“Ward was willing to work with all clients and to respect the schools’ affirmation directives in doing so,” the justices wrote. “That is why she asked to refer gay and lesbian clients (and some heterosexual clients) if the conversation required her to affirm their sexual practices. What more could the rule require? Surely, for example, the ban on discrimination against clients based on their religion (1) does not require a Muslim counselor to tell a Jewish client that his religious beliefs are correct if the conversation takes a turn in that direction and (2) does not require an atheist counselor to tell a person of faith that there is a God if the client is wrestling with faith-based issues. Tolerance is a two-way street. Otherwise, the rule mandates orthodoxy, not anti-discrimination.”

According to court documents, EMU faculty members specifically targeted Ward’s Christian beliefs during disciplinary hearings — asking her whether she thought her “brand” of Christianity was better than others’, and then lectured her about the errors of her religious thinking. Before she was expelled, she was told she could only continue earning her degree if she agreed to go through a “remediation” program to change her thinking.

That, the court said, is simply unconstitutional.

“Why treat Ward differently? That her conflict arose from religious convictions is not a good answer; that her conflict arose from religious convictions for which the department at times showed little tolerance is a worse answer,” the justices wrote in their 22-page opinion. “A university cannot compel a student to alter or violate her belief systems based on a phantom policy as the price for obtaining a degree.”

The Alliance Defense Fund, which represented Ward in the case, applauded the ruling.

“Public universities shouldn’t force students to violate their religious beliefs to get a degree,” Legal Counsel Jeremy Tedesco said. “Rather than allow Julea to refer a potential client to another qualified counselor — a common, professional practice to best serve clients-EMU attacked and questioned Julea’s religious beliefs and ultimately expelled her from the program because of them.”

Soros: Occupy to turn violent
Billionaire warns U.S. financial system faces collapse

Billionaire George Soros is predicting protests by Occupy Wall Street will turn violent, while warning the U.S. financial system may collapse.

In an interview with Newsweek writer John Arlidge, Soros reportedly said riots on the streets of American cities are inevitable.

‘Yes, yes, yes,’ he says, almost gleefully,” when asked about the prospect of Occupy turning violent, writes Arlidge.
Soros claimed the riots will “be an excuse for cracking down and using strong-arm tactics to maintain law and order, which, carried to an extreme, could bring about a repressive political system, a society where individual liberty is much more constrained, which would be a break with the tradition of the United States.”

“At times like these, survival is the most important thing,” Soros continued.

“I am not here to cheer you up. The situation is about as serious and difficult as I’ve experienced in my career,” Soros said.

“We are facing an extremely difficult time, comparable in many ways to the 1930s, the Great Depression. We are facing now a general retrenchment in the developed world, which threatens to put us in a decade of more stagnation, or worse,” he said.

“The best-case scenario is a deflationary environment. The worst-case scenario is a collapse of the financial system.”

In the interview, Soros claimed the Occupy Wall Street movement “is an inchoate, leaderless manifestation of protest.”

However, WND has repeatedly documented the billionaire’s many ties to Occupy, including how the group’s reported nerve center is staffed by professional agitators deeply linked to organizations funded by Soros.

Those groups, most prominent among them being the Tides Center, have been involved with Occupy since the anti-Wall Street movement’s inception.

Tides functions as a money tunnel in which major leftist donors provide large sums that are channeled to hundreds of radical groups.

The Tides-funded Adbusters magazine is reported to have come up with the Occupy Wall Street idea after Arab Spring protests toppled governments in Egypt, Libya and Tunisia. The Adbusters website serves as a central hub for Occupy’s planning.

The Tides-funded Ruckus Society has been providing direct-action training to Occupy protesters as well as official training resources, including manuals, to Occupy training groups. Ruckus, which helped spark the 1999 World Trade Organization riots in Seattle, was also listed as a “friend and partner” of the “Occupy Days of Action” in October.

Another grantee of Tides is MoveOn.org, which has joined Occupy.

Georgia Court Told Obama Slam-Dunk Disqualified

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MUSLIM VIOLENCE IN DEARBORN - At the end of a football game between two private schools in Dearborn, Michigan, four Muslim football players rushed a Christian quarterback, knocked off his helmet and beat him unconscious.

Although this occurred in October of last year, the media kept a tight lid on the story until the district attorney’s office was finally forced to file minor charges against the four Muslims involved. There is no mistake that the attack was deliberate. The Lutheran Westland team was beating the Star International Academy which is all Muslim, by a score of 47 to 6 at the end of the fourth quarter. It was the last minute of the game and Lutheran’s quarterback was going to “take a knee” and run out the clock. Knowing this, the referee had told both teams that there could be “no contact” on the play. As the Lutheran quarterback kneeled with the ball the Muslims busted through the unprepared defensive line and beat him after taking off his helmet.

Parents of the victim had to push for months for charges to be filed despite the fact that the entire attack was captured on video. Islamic groups are now claiming that the minor charges filed against the four Muslim players are “racist.”

Dearborn is now majority Muslim and the Muslim children are taught they are superior to infidels in all things and that violence against infidels is always justified by the Qur’an. This attack on Christians in the majority Islamic part of Michigan is not unusual. It is also not unusual for authorities to refuse to file charges against Muslims who commit acts of violence against Christians and Jews. The Justice Department is aware of hate crimes such as this one perpetrated by Muslims in Dearborn, but refuses to act.

In my capacity as the chairman of the Religious Freedom Coalition over a period of thirty years I watched this play out in Bethlehem, as that town went from a Christian majority under Israeli control to a Muslim majority under the Palestinian Authority. In 1982 when I first visited Bethlehem, Christian women could walk on the streets without a veil, and even Muslim women could wear make-up. In 2006 a business friend of mine, a man, was kidnapped on the streets and beaten to death. Christians are no longer safe in Bethlehem. Thirty years ago I would drive a rented car with Israeli license plates into Bethlehem by myself. On my visits now, I walk across the line and use a car with Palestinian plates, and make sure there are other men with me.

Dearborn, Michigan is headed in the same direction as Bethlehem, as this incident foreshadows. Mosques in Dearborn openly promote violent Jihad, and what is taught in Muslim schools there is often against American laws. Meanwhile the Obama Administration promotes the overthrow of secular governments in the Middle East and the establishment of even more Islamic states. Obama has opened up the floodgates to Muslim “refugees,” settling many of them in the Bible Belt. The goal of course is to erode evangelical Christian influence in key southern states. Soon other areas beside Dearborn will exist in the United States in which Muslims believe they have the freedom to physically attack those they consider infidels.

CANADA HONOR KILLINGS -On June 30, 2009, Mohammad Shafia, with the help of his wife Tuba and his son Hamed murdered his three daughters and his other wife in Ontario, Canada. The wealthy Shafia family worked quickly to conceal their actions but police caught up with them. This week CNN reported on the mass honor killing without mentioning the motive. The father of the murdered children had said, "They betrayed kindness. They betrayed Islam. They betrayed our religion and creed. They betrayed our tradition." He added, "Even if they come back to life a hundred times, if I have a cleaver in my hand, I will cut (them) in pieces." He renounced his three daughters for dating westernized men and acting unclean. Incredibly, CNN reported that: "interrogations of the family never uncovered a motive." How about this motive: The killers believe every word and instruction of the Qur'an. 
NIGERIA TO SURRENDER? - Nigerian president Goodluck Jonathan, who is a Christian, suggested talks with the Islamic terror group Boko Haram. This comes just a week after Boko Haram attacks killed nearly 200. The leader of the Boko Haram wasted no time in answering the attempt by the Nigerian government to negotiate. Boko Haram leader Abubakar Shekau flatly said no and then told President Jonathan he must "repent as a Muslim." 

CHRISTIAN SCHOOLS WITH ISLAMIC PRAYERS? - A self-established sharia court in Jammu and Kashmir in India has asked the state government to take over Christian schools. The decree also asked three Christian priests to leave the state for "luring Muslims in the valley toward Christianity." The Muslims do not, however, want the Indian government to take over their schools. As part of the takeover the Muslims are demanding that the Christian schools start the day with Muslim songs and prayers and have classes on Islam.
