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I believe we are witnessing the collapse of Western civilization. The evidence is all around us. There is increasing violence and immorality, and all of it is rooted in the increasing apostasy within the Church. The Church has gotten in bed with the world, and the Christian values that have served as the bedrock foundation of Western civilization have been eroded to the point that we are now practicing abortion on demand, celebrating sexual perversion and reveling in blasphemous entertainment. As the late Steve Allen summed it up, “In America today, we have vulgarians entertaining barbarians.”

We have demanded that our society be separated from religion. We have kicked God out of our schools. And then we scratch our heads in wonderment when teenagers kill each other over tennis shoes.

The terrible riots we have been witnessing lately in England are a preview of what is on the horizon here in the States. The British are running ahead of us in their cultural decline for two reasons. First, The Church of England surrendered to the heresies of the German School of Higher Criticism some 50 years before the apostate attitude of that philosophy destroyed the mainline Protestant denominations here in America. Second, the British Instituted full-fledged Socialism immediately after World War II, creating a welfare society that destroyed the values of hard work and individual responsibility.

Facing Consequences

The British are now reaping the harvest of turning their backs on God and surrendering their freedoms for government “security.”

Spiritually, as the Church of England began to teach that the Bible is not the Word of God, but is, instead, Man’s search for God, and is therefore full of myth, legend, and superstition, people lost interest. Today, only 7% of Britons go to church (at the maximum), and most of them are attending churches that died spiritually long ago. Churches across England are being turned into theaters, bars, and Muslim mosques. Moral values essential to civilized society are no longer being passed from one generation to another.

The pay-off of Socialism is that a whole generation has grown up expecting the government to supply all their needs. The problem with Socialism, as Margaret Thatcher once said, is that “sooner or later you run out of other people’s money.” The Socialist economy of England is bankrupt, and people are now being told that they must assume responsibility for supplying their own needs, like paying tuition to go to college. The masses are responding with blind rage, and since they are devoid of moral values, they see no problem in burning and looting to acquire what is “rightfully theirs.”

In a recent issue of the Southeast Christian Church (Louisville, Kentucky) newspaper, The Southeast Outlook, there was an interview with a former editor of the newspaper who is now a missionary to England with Young Life. Her name is Ninnie Hammon. When asked, “What do you believe is behind this rebellion?” her response was as follows:

Two words: godlessness and socialism. British society has been influenced by historical Christian thinking . . . but given the statistics [of church attendance], it’s likely that the overwhelming majority of the population today has never even met a Christian . . . Like the rest of Western Europe, England has been thoroughly evangelized, thoroughly churched, and has thoroughly rejected Christianity.

The Brits have filled the void of godlessness in their lives with a nanny government and rules, rules, rules. England is the most highly regulated society on the planet: regulations govern every facet of human existence. The Brits seem to believe that if they just pass enough laws they can control the evil around them. The riots are evidence that it hasn’t worked. . 
One-fifth of all British children are raised in homes in which no adult has a job — where they’ve never seen anybody get up, dress, and go to work. One-tenth of the adult population has not done a day’s work since Tony Blair took office in1997.
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We feel all around us a seething anger just under the surface among the “entitled portion of society.” Government was supposed to fill the God-shaped hole in their lives, but it didn’t. Government was supposed to solve all their problems, but it hasn’t. Far from it . . . the United Kingdom has the highest drug use in Europe, the highest incidence of sexually transmitted disease, the highest number of single mothers, and the highest abortion rate. Marriage is all but defunct, except for William and Kate, gays, and Muslims. In that kind of spiritual drought, it doesn’t take much of a spark to set off a fire.

We are traveling fast down the same path as the British. Increasingly, Americans are thumbing their noses at God while demanding that government provide them with care from the cradle to the grave. Spiritual apostasy combined with economic socialism is a deadly mixture. It will kill any society, no matter how great it may be or how great it thinks it is.

The barbarians are not at our gates. They are already within the citadel. They are shaking their fists at God while crying out for government to come to their rescue. The result will be the collapse of society upon itself.

Ever since Tim and his mom appeared in Focus on the Family’s Super Bowl commercial in 2010, people have been asking me why so many are drawn to this son of former Christian missionaries. Is it just because he's a Christian and other believers want to root for one of their own, a sort of "Christian mafia"- type loyalty and mentality? Undoubtedly there's an element of that going on, but even people who aren’t football fans are fans of Tim Tebow.

Here's why I believe there is such widespread and cross-cultural affinity for the guy: 
 People have grown weary of scandal and controversy in all areas of life, including sports. They’ve grown tired of having to set aside their values and root for a person or a team of questionable morals and character. They don't like having to explain to their kids why a favorite player has been arrested, suspended and jailed. 
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Individually and collectively, whether we like sports or not, we’re hungry for heroes and eager to root for a good guy who does good things. Enter Tim Tebow, a true gentleman who boldly and unapologetically proclaims Jesus Christ as Lord of his life.
 To be sure, Tim is not the first professional athlete to publicly and robustly express his or her Christian faith. There is a long and storied history of stars who turned a portion of their platform into a pulpit of sorts, from the baseball-player-turned-evangelist Billy Sunday in 1887 to basketball great David Robinson, and, more recently, two of this week's World Series participants, the Cardinals' slugger Albert Pujols and the Rangers' Josh Hamilton.

I, along with millions of others, admire these athletes not merely because of how they perform - but because of how they conduct themselves while doing so.

At the same time there has always been a degree of unease among some regarding this blending of faith and sport. Some commentators have labeled Tim Tebow one of the most “polarizing” figures in all of sports. Such a claim is curious, even perplexing, especially when you consider and contrast all the good that Tim has done with the fact that over 40 NFL players have been arrested in this calendar year alone. Their alleged crimes range from rape to drunk driving.  Yet Tebow’s antagonists have mocked everything from his virginity to his clean vocabulary. He refuses to respond to the cheap shots. Good for him. 
 To be clear, we're not putting Tim on a pedestal or suggesting in any way that he's perfect, but from my perspective, the NFL - and our world - needs more Tim Tebows. 
 The Scriptures promise us "that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose" (Romans 8:28).
 And so in the coming years I think we'll continue to see Christian athletes like Tim Tebow lifted up and singled out, at times derisively, because of the widening cultural and moral chasm between biblical truth and societal norms. But be it Tebow, Hamilton, Pujols or a star yet to come on the scene, they (and we!) can take comfort knowing that in holding firm to biblical principles, the world may deem them foolish, but in God's economy, they will be "fools for Christ" (1 Cor 4:10).

NYC Charts Its Coarse with Racy Sex Ed

If it embarrasses you to read words like erotica, bestiality, or sadomasochism, imagine having them taught to your sixth graders! That's what parents are facing in New York City, where a new sex education mandate goes into effect next spring. Yesterday, the New York Post stunned readers with excerpts from the recommended curriculum, which may be too racy for married adults--let alone eleven-year-olds! The content of one website, which one workbook lists as a reference, was so pornographic that FRC's filter blocked it. According to the NYC Parents' Choice Coalition, the subjects range from phone sex to fetishes. Families, who had little to no input in the city's decision, are stunned. "I didn't know how much detail they would get," said one mom. Turns out, kids will be getting more of an education than parents bargained for. In a sample lesson, teachers would assign "risk cards" to middle schoolers and ask them to rate the safety of everything from French kissing to oral sex. As Community Education Council head Michael Reilly said, teaching about pregnancy is one thing, but “any other conversation about sex, straight sex, gay sex, sexual positions, multiple partners, and so on goes far beyond what any child or person needs to know to keep themselves safe." 
Four state leaders--Reps. Bob Turner (R-Queens, Brooklyn), Michael Grimm (R-S.I., Brooklyn), Nicole Malliotakis (R-East Shore, Brooklyn), and state Sen. Marty Golden (R-Brooklyn)--have called for an abstinence alternative to the Dept. of Education curriculum. Under the new policy, parents can opt-out of the classes--but only during sessions on birth control. 

Mayor Michael Bloomberg, who is taking a lot of heat for the decision, dismissed the concerns. "I think it's the responsibility of the city to explain to kids the risks..." And that's exactly the problem. On matters that directly affect children's health, it's imperative that parents--not pandering politicians--are central in the decision-making process. The government is not and never should be a substitute for families. Unfortunately, this is all part of the Left's broader strategy to break down inhibitions and sexualize children so that they become the next generation of Planned Parenthood clients. If you don't believe me, check out the recommended curriculum. "Homework" is mapping out routes to the nearest abortion clinics. In a city where 41% of children are aborted, reinforcing the Planned Parenthood mentality is probably the last thing New Yorkers need. But obscene sex education is certainly a close second.
